Door Times 
Auditorium doors generally open to the public one-half hour (30 minutes) before 

the start of the event or performance.  

 

Seating Policies 

The Raymond Moore Auditorium is an intimate 300 seat theater.  Because of the 
configuration of the theater and to avoid disturbing both the performers and other 

patrons, we are often unable to seat latecomers in their regular seats until a 

suitable break or intermission. 

 

When possible our ushers will seat you in alternate seating.  However, if on any 
given night we have more latecomers than can be seated alternately; there is a 

chance you may have to stand until intermission. 

 

As stated on your tickets, there are no refunds or exchanges, and latecomers can 

only be seated at the discretion of the ushers.  We encourage all of our patrons to 
allow plenty of time to get to the theater and arrive on time.  Performances will 

start promptly at the time indicated on your ticket. 

 

Photography 

The photographing, videotaping, or sound recording of any performance or the 
possession of any such device inside the theater, without written consent of the 

management, is prohibited. Violators may be subject to ejection. 

 

Refreshments 

Refreshments are available for purchase prior to the performance and during 
intermission.  No food or beverages are permitted in the theater. 

 

Parking 

The parking configuration at Lake Forest High School has dramatically changed.  

Please be sure to leave yourself adequate time.  Senior citizens and those patrons 
with disabilities may prefer to be dropped off at the entrance to the Auditorium.
